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subject - a noun or noun phrase that is one
of the two main parts of a sentence. A
subject usually names the person, place,
thing, or condition that the verb explains.

object - any thing or person to which a
thought or action is directed.

active - A sentence is written

in active voice when the subject of the
senfence performs the action in the
senfence

passive - A sentence is written in passive
voice when the subject of the sentence has
an action done to it by someone or
something else

synonym - a word having the same or
nearly the same meaning as another word
of the same language.

antonym - a word that has the opposite
meaning of another word.

ellipsis - a sign (. . .) used to indicate an
omission of lefters or words, or a change of
thought, time, or the like; ellipsis points.

hyphen - a punctuation mark (-). It is used
to join the parts of a compound word. Itis

* spell some words with ‘silent’ letters

e continue to distinguish between
homophones and other words which are
often confused

break up complicated information. make it
easier to read. furn it info a list.
