Children in Reception Writing * Read individual lefters by saying the sounds for them. ¢ Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-
sound correspondences. * Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say sounds for them. « Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s
phonic programme. * Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter-sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words. ¢ Re-
read these books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their understanding and enjoyment. ¢ Form lower-case and capital letters correctly. ¢ Spell
words by identifying the sounds and then wrifing the sound with letter/s. ¢ Write short senfences with words with known letter-sound correspondences using a capital letter and
full stop. * Re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense.

Phonics —a method of teaching
people to read by correlating sounds
with symbols in an alphabetic writing
system.

Sound - a thing that can be heard
Listen - fo give attention with the ear
Hear - to listen to

Story - a narrative, either true or
fictitious

Letter - a written mark that stands for a
speech sound; specific character of
an alphabet

Capital letter- a letter of the alphabet
written or printed larger than and in a
somewhat different form from its lower-
case equivalent and used to
designate a proper noun or initiate a
senfence.

Word - a sound, group of sounds, or
the symbols for such sounds in writing
that have some meaning. Words are a
basic unit of language.

Sentence - a complete unit of words in
either writing or speech with a clear
beginning and a full stop. A sentence
usually has a subject and a verb.
Sentences can state things, ask
questions, give commands, or be
exclamations.

Punctuation - the use of question
marks, commas, full stops, and other

Sounds make up a word
